Dear Sir,

1. Sealed tenders are invited for carrying out operations of turning/machining/tube cutting & bending/welding/painting/assembly jobs etc. as per ALIMCO drawing/processes/specifications to facilitate production of fabricated assemblies like wheelchair/tricycle etc. against our Work Orders to be placed on the successful Tenderer/Tenderers within the specified period of Work Orders spread over a period of around twelve calendar months from the date of finalisation of 1st Work Order, extendable for further duration by mutual consent.

2. The tentative quantities likely to be covered by Work Orders along-with works to be done are indicated at ANNEXURE “A-1 & A-II”. All the required raw materials and machine tools, jigs fixtures, consumables etc. will be provided by the Corporation whereas the tenderer/tenderers will be required to engage duly qualified skilled and unskilled man power to carryout the operations specified in the relevant Work Orders. The total requirement may vary substantially from the quantity indicated in ANNEXURE “A-I & A-II”.

Free of Rent shelter can be provided in the premises, if desired, as there may be requirement to work in any of the shifts/beyond working hours. The tenderers should, therefore quote their most competitive rates keeping above in view.

Offer of carrying out the operations in our premises will have to be made as per following terms & conditions.

A.                                 SUBMISSION OF TENDER

A-1. Tender shall be submitted in two separate parts sealed individually and marked as Techno Commercial Bid “TC” BID and Price Bid “P” BID.
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A- 2. Procedure for submission of tender documents shall be as under: -

a) Part I (TC- BID) offer shall be put in an envelope of appropriate size and then sealed and boldly marked “TC” BID along with Open Tender No. AAPC/BGL/OT/06/AL clearly written on top of the envelope. TC Bid should consist of the followings: -

1. EMD by way of Demand Draft or Banker’s cheque to be kept in separate envelope with Tender No. as above prescribed on it & stapled with envelope containing ‘TC’ bid.

2. ESI registration number of agency/tenderer

3. Copy of Contract Labour License and Income Tax Clearance Certificate, if required for expected manpower deployment in our premises.

4. Copy of last two years income tax clearance certificate, as applicable.

5. Photocopy of PF registration number of agency/tenderer, if applicable.

6. List of tradesman proposed for engagement for our work along with details regarding their qualification / experience.

Note :- The Tenderer/contractor shall be solely responsible for PF, ESI, Accidental & other statutory liabilities.

b) Part II (P-BID) – Similarly P-Bid offer shall be put in a separate envelope of appropriate size and sealed and boldly marked “P”- BID along with Open Tender No. AAPC/BGL/OT/06/AL clearly written on top of the envelope. It shall contain net price with breakup i.e. Basic Price, Taxes, VAT/ Service charge etc.

c) Both the above sealed envelope containing “TC”-BID & “P”- BID of the     tender shall be sealed in another large envelope which should also bear on top.

d) Please note that no indication of the rates/amounts in any of the documents is to be submitted along with sealed envelope marked “TC” BID.

e) The tender should be dispatched/submitted well in time so that the tender should reach by due date and time. The tenderers may at their own discretion, send tenders by Registered/Speed Post (Acknowledgement Due)/reputed courier, but postal and transit delay may not be considered for reckoning the tenders as ‘VALID’ for our consideration.
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f) ALIMCO reserves the right to open price bid of successful Techno Commercial bidders only and also reserves the right to split up total order quantity to more than one bidder to avoid stock out situation wherever necessary. In case of split up, 60% of order quantity may be placed on L – 1 bidder and 20% each to L – 2 & L – 3.
A – 3. SUBMISSION OF EMD: All the Tenderers must submit 2% of quoted value subject to a maximum of Rs. 10,000/- by Demand Draft/Bankers cheque in favour of AAPC, ALIMCO payable at Bangalore as an Earnest Money Deposit. No other mode is acceptable. The EMD shall be released within 30 days of finalisation of the Work Order to the unsuccessful Tenderers. No interest will be payable on the EMD.
 be exempted from submission of EMD. Such tenderers are required to submit documentary proof for such exemption.

A – 5. The earnest money shall be forfeited if the tenderer withdraws his tender before the period of validity (i.e. minimum 90 days) and/or tenderer fails to furnish requisite security deposit within the specified period after the award of Order/ Contract wherever applicable.

A – 6. The successful tenderer will be required to deposit a sum equal to 5% of the quoted value as Security Deposit in the shape of Demand Draft only in favour of ALIMCO payable at Bangalore subject to a maximum of Rs. 20,000/- in case of Work Order value upto Rs. 10.00 lakhs and Rs. 50,000.00 maximum in case of Work Order value beyond Rs. 10.00 lakhs for due discharge of the Work Orders released on the basis of this tender. This will be retained till the expiry of the contract / completion of Work Order. No interest will be payable on the Security Deposit. The EMD may also be considered as part of Security deposit.

A – 7 The Corporation reserves the right to forfeit the earnest/security money deposit in case the supplier/contractor fails to make good losses on account of delays in completion of Work Order or otherwise.

A – 8. Tenders should be addressed to Senior Manager AAPC, Bangalore at address as mentioned on the letterhead.

A – 9. The Earnest Money will not be adjusted with pending bills or with balance payment.

A – 10. Tenderers must also indicate the following particulars on the face of the envelope of both the offers.

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B.                                 OPENING OF TENDER

B – 1. All the tenders must reach the undersigned by 1400 hrs. on or before  5th February, 2009 and will be opened on the same day at 1500 hrs. in the presence of representatives of tenderers who may like to be present. Tender received late will not be considered.

B – 2. Where Earnest Money is not enclosed along with “TC” BID (as per para A-3), irrespective of the rates quoted, the tenders will not be considered for opening of Commercial/ Price Bid.

B – 3. Only the “TC” BID (Part 1) of the tender will be opened on date of opening at 1500 hrs. by the Tender Opening Committee in the presence of representatives of tenderers who may like to be present and the procedure will be as follows:

i. After opening the main cover, the Tender Opening Committee of ALIMCO AAPC, Bangalore shall open envelope containing only “TC” BID part of all tenders. Sealed envelope containing “P” BID of all the tenderers shall be put together in a large cover by the Tender Opening Committee and shall be sealed (in presence of tenderers if present during opening of tenders) which shall be opened on a subsequent date which shall be communicated by AAPC, Bangalore.

ii. Subsequent to opening of envelope containing “TC” BID of all tenderers, correspondence/discussion with regard to the conditions and other technical aspects by the Technical Committee or by Officer(s) nominated by ALIMCO, if needed, shall be held.

iii. If any tenderer sends only one envelope i.e. “TC” BID or ‘P’ BID only his tender shall not be considered and shall be treated as incomplete tender.

C.                                          VALIDITY OF TENDER

C – 1. The offers shall remain open for acceptance for a minimum period of 90 days from the date of opening of tenders irrespective of any validity period mentioned in the offer or till such further period upto which the extension of validity is agreed to mutually.

C – 2. If notified within this period that the tender has been accepted, the tenderer shall be bound by the terms of the offer along with the terms that have been agreed to mutually.
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D.                                                  DETAILS OF OFFER

D.1 (i). Rate should be quoted in Rupee per unit in figures and in words. In case of any difference, the figures given in words will only be considered and binding. THE RATES SHOULD BE FIRM AND VALID THROUGHOUT THE WORK ORDER/CONTRACT PERIOD, NO REVISION OF RATE WILL BE ALLOWED.

D.2      The estimated rates for different works mentioned in Annexure A-I & A-II are indicated in the last column of the Annexure. Rates quoted in the proximity of estimated rates may only be accepted. Tenderers are required to work out and quote their most competitive rates.
The following rate shall be invariable furnished: -

a) Basic Price

b) Split rates may be quoted for various operations required to be done for components of wheelchair, tricycle, etc. after assessment of quantum of work based on study of samples/drawing/dimensions & process of activity. Split rates may be quoted for fabrication work also like welding of frames, etc. As far as possible work is   be done in phased manner, which helps in production of full assemblies, & payment claimed should normally be related to work.

c) Rate of work contract tax, if applicable.

d) Service tax, if applicable

e) Any other charges, if applicable.

D – 3. All entries in the offers shall be either typed or neatly hand written. Tender having over writings/fluid application/cutting etc. without proper authentication will be rejected.

E                                                    INSPECTION

E – 1. Interested tenderers are welcome to visit AAPC between 1100 hrs to 1600 hrs. (Monday to Friday) on any working day to assess the required work content of the proposed task.

E – 2. The operation carried out by the tenderers shall be inspected by the Corporations inspecting agency and the decision of our Inspecting Officer shall be final and binding.

F.                                                        GENERAL

F – 1. The successful tenderer shall not sub contract the work covered under the Work order.
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F – 2. Any post tender offer would be rejected summarily and would also result in blacklisting of the parties making such offer.

F – 3. Any bribe commission, gifts or advantage given, promised or offered by or on behalf of the Contractor or his partner, agent or servant or anyone on his or their behalf (whether with or without the knowledge of the buyer) to any officer, servant, representative or agent of Corporation in relation to the obtaining or to the execution of this or any other contract with the Corporation shall be in addition to any criminal liability which he may incur subject to buyer to the cancellation of this and all other contracts and also to payment to Corporation of any loss resulting from any such cancellation.

F – 4. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for the safety, security, insurance etc. of the personnel deployed by them. AAPC, Bangalore shall not be at all responsible for any loss or claim whatsoever by the personnel deployed or the contractor or their heirs.

G.                                           TERMS OF PAYMENT

ALIMCO is a Govt. of India Undertaking registered under the Section 25 of Indian Companies Act, 1956. As such the following terms of payment are stipulated: -

i. Payment will normally be released by AAPC on weekly basis within 5 – 7 days of receipt of relevant bills submitted by the successful tenderer.

ii. Part payment for work done may also be done in emergent cases only on the assessment of the AAPC’s designated executive. But the contractor/tenderer shall be bound to complete the work.

iii. Copy of challans for payment of PF & ESI in respect of his workmen is required to be enclosed by the contractor along-with the bill to enable us to process the same for payment.

H.                                                RIGHT OF ACCEPTANCE

ALIMCO reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders in part or full without assigning any reason thereof. The Corporation also reserves the right to negotiate the rates and terms and conditions of supply with any or all the tenderers, reduce or increase the quantity, split the order at its sole discretion as deemed fit without assigning any reason thereof.
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I. THIS IS A FIXED PRICE TENDER. ANY REQUEST FOR RATE REVISION TILL CURRENCY OF WORK ORDER/CONTRACT SHALL NOT BE CONSIDERED.

J.                                                   ARBITRATION

If any dispute/question or controversy arises, the settlement of which is not herein specifically provided in this order/contract, the matter in dispute shall be referred to the arbitration of the Chairman and Managing Director of ALIMCO or his nominee and decision of Chairman and Managing Director or his nominee shall be final and binding on both the parties. The provision of INDIAN ARBITRATION & CONCILIATION ACT 1996 as amended from time to time shall apply to such arbitration proceedings. Arbitration proceeding shall be held at Kanpur only and Kanpur City Courts will have jurisdiction in the matter.
