Sealed tenders are invited from Civil Engineering Consultants/Firms having a minimum experience of five years for the following jobs:-

a)  
Preparation of “Design” & detailed “engineering drawings” for construction of covered accommodation at Kanpur, Chanalon, Guwahati etc. for storage of raw materials, bought outs & finished products and small office accommodation. This would also include preparation of bill of materials and quantity and the estimation of cost of construction.

b) 
Preparation of bill of materials and estimation of cost for re-construction/replacement of existing dilapidated pitch road (length approx 10000 feet x width approx 12 feet) by concrete road.

c)  
Preparation of detailed scope of work for floating tenders for aforesaid jobs.

d)  
Assessment and verification of already completed works involving “civil and electrical construction” at ALIMCO HQ, Chanalon in Punjab & Guwahati with respect to duly approved bill of materials/quantities related to construction “work contracts”.

SUBMISSION OF TENDER
A-1.
Tender shall be submitted in two separate parts sealed individually and marked as Techno Commercial Bid “TC” BID and Price Bid “P” BID.

A-2.
Procedure for submission of tender documents shall be as under:-

a)
Part I (TC-BID) offer shall be put in an envelope of appropriate size and then sealed and boldly marked “TC” BID along with Open Tender No. OT/01/PJ/AL dated 10.07.2008 clearly written on top of the envelope. TC Bid should consist of followings:-

i) EMD by way of Demand Draft or Banker’s cheque to be kept in separate envelope with Tender No. as above prescribed on it & stapled with envelope containing ‘TC’ bid.

ii) Copy of last three years Income Tax clearance certificate, as applicable

iii) Copy of Company Registration.

iv) Details of experience of similar work done in the past.

v) Value of similar work done during the last five years.

vi) Photocopies of similar work done in the last five years.

b)
Part II (P-BID) – Similarly P-Bid offer shall be put in a separate envelope of appropriate size and sealed and boldly marked “P”-BID along with Open Tender No. OT/01/PJ/AL dated 10.07.2008 clearly written on top of the envelope. It shall contain price breakup i.e. Basic Price, Taxes, Service charge etc. The ‘P’ Bid is to be submitted giving details in accordance with Annexure ‘A’ & ‘B’.

c)
Both the above sealed envelope containing “TC”-BID & “P”-BID of the tender shall be sealed in another large envelope, which should also bear on top.

Please note that no indication of the rates/amounts in any of the documents is to be submitted along with sealed envelope marked “TC” BID.

e)
The tender should be dispatched/submitted well in time so that the tender should reach by due date and time. The tenderers may at their own discretion, send tenders by Registered/Speed Post (Acknowledgement Due)/reputed courier, but postal and transit delay may not be considered for reckoning the tenders as ‘VALID’ for our consideration.
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A-3.
SUBMISSION OF EMD: All the Tenderers are required to submit Rs. 5000/- by Demand Draft/Bankers cheque in favour of ALIMCO, payable at Kanpur as an Earnest Money Deposit. No other mode is acceptable. The EMD shall be released to the unsuccessful Tenderers within 30 days of finalisation of the Work contract. No interest will be payable on the EMD. 

A-4.
The earnest money shall be forfeited if the tenderer withdraws his tender before the period of validity (i.e. minimum 90 days).

A-5.
The successful tenderer will be required to deposit a sum of Rs. 5000/- as Security Deposit in the shape of Demand Draft only in favour of ALIMCO payable at Kanpur. This will be retained till the expiry of the work contract. No interest will be payable on the Security Deposit. 

A-6.
The Corporation reserves the right to forfeit the earnest/security money deposit in case the supplier fails to make good losses on account of delays in completion of Work contract or otherwise.

Offers received by Fax/Telegraph/Telex/E-Mail will not be considered at all.

OPENING OF TENDER

B-1.
All the tenders must reach the undersigned by 1400 hrs. on or before 30th July 08 and will be opened on the same day at 1500 hrs. in the presence of representatives of tenderers who may like to be present. Tenders received late will not be considered.

B-2.
Where Earnest Money is not enclosed along with “TC” BID (as per para A-3), irrespective of the rates quoted, the tenders will not be considered for opening of Commercial/Price Bid.
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B-3.
Only the ‘TC’ BID (Part I) of the tender will be opened on date of opening at 1500 hrs. by the Tender Opening Committee in the presence of representatives of tenderers who may like to be present and the procedure will be as follows:

i) After opening the main cover, the Tender Opening Committee of ALIMCO shall open envelope containing only ‘TC’ BID part of all tenders. Sealed envelope containing ‘P’ BID of all the tenderers shall be put together in a large cover by the Tender Opening Committee and shall be sealed (in presence of tenderers if present during opening of tenders) which shall be opened on a subsequent date which shall be communicated.

ii) Subsequent to opening of envelope containing ‘TC’ BID of all tenderers, correspondence/discussion with regard to the conditions and other technical aspects may be held by the Technical Committee or by Officer(s) nominated by ALIMCO,  on as needed basis.

iii) If any tenderer sends only one envelope i.e. “TC’ BID or “P” BID only, his tender shall not be considered valid and shall be treated as incomplete tender.

iv) The Price Bid of only those tenderers whose technical bid is found acceptable will be opened at a later date in the presence of the tenderers whose technical bid is assessed to be acceptable.

VALIDITY OF TENDER

C-1.
The offers should remain open for acceptance for a minimum period of 90 days from the date of opening of tenders irrespective of any validity period mentioned in the offer or till such further period upto which the extension of validity is agreed to mutually. Further the rates offered should be valid for a period of one year in the initial stage.

C-2.
If notified within this period that the tender has been accepted, the tenderer shall be bound by the terms of the offer along with the terms that have been agreed to mutually.

DETAILS OF OFFER

D.1.
Rate should be quoted in Rupee per unit in figures and in words. In case of any difference, the figures given in words will only be considered and binding. THE RATES SHOULD BE FIRM AND VALID THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD OF THE WORK CONTRACT PERIOD. NO REVISION OF RATE WILL BE ALLOWED WITHIN THE PERIOD OF WORK CONTRACT.
