1. Sealed tender in two parts i.c. Technical bid (TC-Bid) & Price Bid (P-Bid) are invited for the supply of Industrial gases as per ALIMCO specifications against our purchase order to be placed on the successful Tenderer/Tenderers within specified period of purchase order spread over a period of around twelve calendar months from the date of finalisation of 1st purchase order, extendable for a further duration by mutual consent.

2.   The tentative quantities likely to be covered by purchase orders are indicated at ANNEXURE `A` The material would be required to be supplied on staggered delivery schedule to its Auxiliary Production Centres (AAPC) at Bangalore,to be indicated by the Corporation separately. Purchase order for supplies to AUXILLARY Production Centres shall be placed by the AAPC directly. The total requirement of above goods may very substantially from the quantity indicated in ANNEXURE `A`.

3. Offer of supply will have to be made as per the following terms and conditions:-

A.                         SUBMISSION OF TENDER
 A-1      Tender shall be submitted two separate parts sealed individually and marked as techno Commercial Bid ‘TC’ BID and Price BID ‘P’ Bid, for which the formats are also enclosed at annexure I&II.

A-2       Procedure for submission of tender documents shall be as under: -

a) Part 1(TC-BID) offer shall be put in an envelope of appropriate size and then sealed and boldly marked/written  ‘TC’ BID against Open Tender No. AAPC/BGL/OT/ 03/AN, clearly on top of the envelope. TC Bid should consist of followings: -
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i) EMD by way of demand Draft or Banker’s cheque.

ii) Sales Tax/TIN Registration Certificate in case of material supply.

iii) PAN/Income Tax Clearance Certificate.

iv) Excise Duty registration Certificate if applicable.

v) Specific conformation that the material offered/quoted shall be as per our specification and drawing etc.

vi) Samples to be provided, if required as per Annexure A` (All these documents/details/conformation should necessarily be submitted specifically & in the same order.)

b)              Part II(P-BID):- Similarly P Bid offer shall be put in a separate envelope of appropriate size and sealed and boldly marked/written P-Bid against Open Tender No.AAPC/BGL/ OT/ 03/ AN clearly on top of the envelop. It shall contain net price with breakup i.e. Basic Price, taxes, VAT, duties, packing & forwarding and freight etc.

c)              Both the above sealed envelop containing ‘TC’ Bid & ‘P’ Bid of the tender shall be sealed in another large envelope which should also bear on top.

d)              Submission of quotation against this tender will be construed an acceptance of all terms & condition of this tender by the tenderer.

e)               Please note that no indication with regard to the rates/amounts in any of documents be submitted along with sealed envelop marked  ‘TC’Bid.

f)                The tender should be dispatched well in time so that the tender should reach by due date and time. The Tender may at their own discretion, send by Registered/Speed post (Acknowledgement due)/reputed courier, but postal and transit delays may not be considered for reckoning the tenders as ‘VALID’ for our consideration.

g)               AAPC reserves the right to open Price Bid of successful techno Commercial Bidders only and also reserves the right to split up total order quantity to more than one bidder at its sole discretion. In case of split up to three parties,60% of order quantity may be placed on L-1 bidder and 20% each on L-2& L-3,provided L-2 & L-3 agrees to match L-1 rate. Incase of split up to 02 parties 70% of the quantity may be placed on L-1 and 30% on L-2 provided later agrees to match rates with L-1 tenderer.

h)           L-1 tenderer is the party whose net inclusive of taxes, duties, freight and other charges/compensations etc. work out to be lowest against the tender.
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A-3.  SUBMISSION OF EMD :- All the tenderers must submit 2 ½ % of quoted value subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/-by Demand Draft in favour of AAPC/ BANGALORE Preferably DD of State Bank of India payable at state Bank of India,Yeshwantpur Branch,BANGALORE,Branch code No.     or pay order or Banker’s Cheque as an Earnest Money Deposit. No other mode is acceptable. The EMD shall be released within 30 days of finalisation of the purchase orders to the unsuccessful Tenderers. No interest will be payable on the EMD. The earnest money shall be valid till the award of contract/order. 

A-4        Tenders without EMD are liable to be rejected irrespective of rates quoted. The Corporation may, however, seek EMD from Tenderers in its sole discretion with a view to encourage competition /development of alternate source/ competitive bibbing etc. before opening of price bid, if the same is not submitted with  ‘TC’Bid.  

A-5       The tenderer who are registered with DGS & D, SSI,NSIC and having average turnover of Rs. 3.00 Crores for last three years, may be exempted from submission of EMD subject to submission of proof regarding the registration & turn over.

A-6      The envelope containing Earnest Money should be marked “Earnest Money” and should bear on its face, name of the party and address and tender No. the Earnest Money will not be adjusted from pending bills or balance payment.

A-7    The earnest money will be forfeited if the tenderer withdraws his tender before the period of validity (i.e. minimum 90 days) and/or tenderer fails to furnish requisite security deposit within the specified period after the award of order/Contract wherever applicable.

A-8     Subsequent to placement of order/Contract the successful tenderer will be required to deposit a sum equal to 5% of the quoted value as Security Deposit in the shape of Demand Draft only infavour of ALIMCO payable at BANGALORE Subject to a maximum of Rs. 50,000/- incase of P.O. value upto Rs. 10.00 Lac and 1.00 Lac (Maximum) in case of P.O. Value beyond Rs. 10.00 Lacs for due discharge of the purchase Orders released on the basis of this  tender. This will be retained till the expiry of the contract/ completion of purchase order. No interest will be payble on the security Deposit. Corporation, on specific request by the tenderer, may relax the condition of deposition of security Deposit & deduct the amount from running /Pending Bills or credit balances of the tenderer, if any. The earnest money already submitted with the tender will be adjusted towards security deposit.

A-9    The Corporation reserves the right to forfeit the earnest/ security money deposit in case the supplier fails to make good losses on supplies, is unable to replace supplies found unacceptable as well as on account of losses due to exceptional delays etc. in supplies.

                                         OPENING OF TENDER

B-1    All the tenders must reach the undersigned by 14.00 hrs. on or before due date and will be opened on the same day at 14.30 hrs. in the presence of representatives of tenderers who may like to be present. Tenders /revised offer received late after due date will not be considered.

B-2     Only the ‘TC’ Bid (Part-1) of the tender will be opened on the due date & time by the Tender Opening Committee in the presence of representatives of tenderers who may like to be present. The procedure will be as follows:

i) after opening the main cover, the tender opening Committee of ALIMCO shall open envelope containing only ‘TC’ Bid part of all tenders. Sealed envelope containing ‘P’Bid of all the tenderers shall be put together in a large cover by the Tender Opening Committee.

ii) Subsequent to opening of envelope containing ‘TC’ Bid of all tenderers, correspondence/discussion/capacity assessment etc. with regard to the conditions and other technical aspects by the technical Committee or by officer of the corporation, if needed shall be held before opening of ‘P’ Bid. The assessment regarding technical suitability/acceptability shall be done solely by the ALIMCO which shall be final & binding on Tenderers.

iii) The ‘P’Bid shall be opened on a subsequent date which shall be communicated by ALIMCO to only those tnederers whose TC Bid is found /assessed to be acceptable by the Corporation.

iv) Price Bid of only those tenderers shall be opened whose  TC Bid is found/assessed to be acceptable by the corporation.

v) If any tenderer sends only one envelope i.e.’TC’ Bid or ‘P’Bid,his tender shall be not be considered and shall be treated as incomplete tender.

vi) In case of less than three offers against the tender, the corporation may consider such offers which have been received after scheduled date of tender opening provided such offers bear clear proof that the same were mailed at least 2 days prior to due date of opening.
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C.                  VALIDITY OF TENDER
C-1      The offers shall remain open for acceptance for a minimum period of 90 days from the date of opening of tenders irrespective of any validity period mentioned in the offer or till such further period upto which the extension of validity is agreed to mutually.

C-2      If notified within this period that the tender has been accepted, the tender shall be bound by the terms of the offer along with the terms that have been agreed to mutually.

C-3     All tenders without PROPER SPECIFICATION/MAKE/BRAND AND TEST CERTIFICATES, wherever required, are liable to be rejected. Tenderers must submit samples along with the offer in case where samples are called for. In such cases, offers received without samples are liable to be rejected.

C-4     The Corporation would provide the necessary Sales Tax Forms to facilitate dispatch/Sale of material directly to the Corporation.Tenderers should indicate their Excise/Sales TAX/TIN registration number without fail.
C-5    In case tenderers happen to be a dealer/distributor for any reputed Brand, the certificate to this effect duly certified from the principal for validity should invariably be provided.

C-6    All tenders should invariably be accompanied by copy of latest Income Tax Assessment order/Return or PAN Card.

D.      DETAILS OF OFFER 

D-1  (i)      Rate should be quoted in Rupee per unit in figures and words. In case of any difference, the rates given in words will only be considered and binding. Rate should preferably be quoted for FREE DELIVERY at ALIMCO Premises AAPC`s . THE RATES SHOULD BE FIRM AND VALID THROUGHOUT THE CONTRACT PERIOD.NO REVISION OF RATE WILL BE ALLOWED.

The following data shall be invariably furnished: -

(a) Basic Price

(b) Central/state sales Tax/VAT, if any, applicable in % and Rs.

(c) Excise Duty, where legally leviable in % & RS.

(d) Packing & Forwarding Charges, if any, in % & Rs.

            ii)     Prices quoted by Tender giving the rates FOR their station / FOR        AAPC,B`lore following charges will be added for arriving at landed cost for comparison with other offers.
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(a) 05% for FOR other stations quotes.

(iii) If nothing is mentioned, the prices will be deemed to be for free delivery.

D-2      All entries in the offers shall be either typed or neatly hand written. Tender having over writings/fluid application/ cutting etc. without proper authentication will be rejected.

D-3     No Toolings/Die development charges are payable by the Corporation in case the same is required to be developed for making the supplies/samples.

E.                                  TAXES

E-1    It should be mentioned whether sales TAX/VAT/Excise Duty is inclusive or exclusive the rates of the sales TAX/VAT and Excise Duty wherever applicable should be given clearly and separately. If nothing is mentioned the rates will be deemed to be inclusive of sales Tax/VAT/ Excise duty.

E-2     ALIMCO Tax Registration details are given below. Accordingly ‘C’ Form/III ‘B’ can be provided wherever necessary. Hence correspondingly concessional /full rate of sale Tax should be quoted for as applicable.

E-3    Variation Clause ;- Any change (Increase/Decrease) in Govt.Duties/leveis/     Taxes/VAT as amended by Govt.(State/Central) from time will be applicable during the currency of purchase order/contract shall be borne by ALIMCO.

E-4      Our finished goods are exempted from payment of Excise duty and Sales Tax vide Notification No. ST-II-7037/X Dt. 31.01.1985. As such tenderers are required to quote with correct rate of taxes, as applicable P.O. shall be placed as per quotation. Any request for upward revision of quoted rate of Sales TAX/VAT on account of ignorance/mistake while quoting shall not be entertained and shall be on account of tenderer.

F.                             DELIVERY TERMS & CONDITIONS
F-1     Tenderers shall be bound to supply materials against purchase orders placed on them during the contract period which is normally for 12 calendar months extendable by mutual consent as per terms of purchase orders (Based on approved  rates and terms and any amendments thereafter) for the tendered quantity. However for repeat order for quantities beyond tendered quantity, it shall be with mutual consent.

F-2   In their own interest, tenderers are advised to quote for the earliest possible delivery as due weight age will be given to party quoting early deliveries.

F-3         The delivery schedules may be altered or short closed by ALIMCO /AAPC without assigning any reason.

F-4           The supplies shall be made in proper packing to avoid any damage/loss/pilferage in transit & storage. In case of Aluminium items, special care should be taken to avoid deteriotation of surface due to rubbing etc.

F-5   The delivery of the goods /equipment shall be made strictly as per delivery schedule conveyed /modified from time to time stipulated. The corporation may levy an unconditional penalty @ ½ % of the price of goods in arrears per week subject to a maximum limit of 10% of the value of the goods in our ends if the supply is not made within the stipulated period.

F-6        The supply of the items shall be completed satisfactorily within the stipulated delivery period of the order failing which we reserve the right to obtain/ purchase stores from other sources at your sole risk, responsibility and cost. If any higher price has to be paid above the contracted price, the loss occurring there to us shall be recovered from the tenderer.

F-7     A token penalty of ½ % per week subject to maximum of 10% of the unexecuted portion of the order will be levied of delay in delivery over and above the stipulated period for any other default in execution of the order.

F-8    Other terms of supplies shall be as per purchase order.

G.                                         INSPECTION
G-1              Inspection will be carried out at AAPC/Bangalore premises only Unacceptable/rejected material will be returned to the supplier at the suppliers’ risk and cost by road, only after receipt and acceptance of replacement supplies provided by the suppliers free of cost. Alternatively the tenderers will have to furnish their bankers’ name, address including Code Number along with a declaration/undertaking to guarantee collection of documents for returned supplies negotiated through their bank, within 07 days of its presentation. In case of local supplier, rejected material shall be lifted from our stores within 15 days of our rejection advice after refunding the payment, if already made to them. In case of failure to lift the rejected materials, we may dispose off the rejects as deemed fit and no claim whatsoever shall be entertained in this respect.

G-2    The material during or after manufacture would be inspected at your works, if considered necessary by the Corporation. Full facilities would be offered to our representative at your end.

G-3     Decision of our Inspecting officer shall be final binding.
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H.                                GENERAL.

H-1        The successful shall not sub contract the supplies covered under the purchase orders.

H-2.       In case of non-receipt of free replacement within one month in case of supplies made from out stations and 15 days in the case of supplies made from BANGALORE or non retirement of documents for dispatch of rejected material as stipulated in para G-1, ALIMCO would take appropriate disposal action as deemed fit at your cost. Any loss/expenses incurred in this connection would be to the supplies’ accounts.

H-3.    Any post tender offer would be rejected summarily and would also result blacklisting of the parties making such offer.

H-4.    Parties are required to furnish test certificates of any Govt./ Govt. recognized Institution in support of their claim along with the supplies if required.

H-5    Any bribe, commission, gifts or advantage given, Promised or offered by or on behalf of the buyer or his partner, agent or servant or anyone on his or their behalf (whether with or without the knowledge of the buyer) to any officer, servant, representative or agent of Corporation in relation to the obtaining or to the execution of this or any other contract with the Corporation shall be in addition to any criminal liability which he may incur, subject the buyer to the cancellation of this and all other contracts and also to payment to Corporation of any loss resulting from any such cancellation.

iv) Wherever supplier has effected supplies without depositing the EMD (SSI Units having turnover of Rs. 3.00Crores or more) payment will be released after deducting 5% of bill amount on account of security. This amount will be refunded after execution of total order by supplier.

v) The Corporation would not bear any over due interest/ demurrage charges for non-receipt of material at the transporter/ Railway godowns upto a period of 15 days from the date of actual receipt of material at the Transporter/ Railway godowns.

vi) All bank charges to be borne by tenderer.
