1.2 All Material / components / bought out and required production tools, Working Space, Light and Drinking Water.etc. shall be provided by the corporation. However required hand tools for fabrication work will have to be arranged by tenderer.

1.3 Above Job Work needs to be done generally through out the general shift hours (9-AM to 5.30 pm) on working days and in addition as & when required by the corporation.
1.4 All Assembly work is required to be suitably planned and ensured to meet the targets.
1.5 Trouble free and timely Assembly job completion needs to be ensured. 
1.6 Tenderers are requested to visit ALIMCO, Kanpur between 14.00 hrs. to 16.00 hrs on any working day (Monday to Friday) to asses the nature and volume of job. 

1.7 All assembly jobs are to be carried out within the premises of ALIMCO , Kanpur 

1.8 Issue of material and store crediting of acceptable items will have to be arranged by tenderer.

1.9 ALIMCO reserve the right to split up total order quantity to more than one bidder to avoid stock out situation wherever necessary. In case of split up , 60% of order quantity may be placed on L-1 bidder and 20% each to L-2 & L-3 provided L-2 &L-3 agrees to make L-1 rate.

ELIGIBILITY OF TENDERER:
2.1
Tenderer should possess valid P.F. , ESI Registration Certificate and Labour Contract License. In case valid Labour Contract  License is not available. The same is required to be obtained within 30 days after award of contract.

2.2 Tenderer should comply with the provisions of Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970, ESI Act 1948 & GPF Rules 1952 as amended.

2.3 Tenderer shall be liable to bear medical treatment expenses to its workmen in case of any accident and also compensation, if any, to be paid to its workmen in case of any accident during working hours.

INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS:

Sealed tenders are to be submitted under Two Bid System. “Techno-Commercial Bid” should be put up in one sealed envelop and “Price Bid” should be put in separate sealed envelop and both the aforesaid sealed envelops should be put in third sealed envelop. On each of these three sealed envelops, the Name of the Tenderer/Firm, Tender No., Tender Due Date and “Techno-Commercial Bid”/”Price Bid” on respective envelop containing such bid should be clearly mentioned.

3.2 The envelop marked “Techno-Commercial Bid” should contain following:

Copies of valid Labour Contract License, P.F. & ESI Registration Certificate.( Ref. Para 2.1 above )

(b)
Details of past experience, preferably in similar type of job and preferably in PSU.

(c)
Performance reports from the clients served over the past five years in particular.

(d)
An undertaking by tenderer duly signed and sealed as per format placed at Annexure-A of this tender document.

            The envelop marked “Price Bid” should contain following:

(a) Rates are required to be quoted in Annexure ‘B’. The rate should be firm and valid throughout the period of contract for one year, which may be extended for a further period of one year. No revision of rate shall be allowed during the entire period of contract.

(b) The job rate as stated above should be net (inclusive of duties & taxes, as applicable).

(c) However, tenderer should clearly indicate the rate of income tax/ service tax (as applicable), which will be deducted by ALIMCO from tenderers bills against performance of job work and necessary certificate of tax deduction at source shall be issued to tenderer by ALIMCO. The job work rate should be quoted accordingly.

Tenders must reach the office of the undersigned by 15:00 hrs. of …………………. And the same will be opened on the same day at 15:30 hrs.in the presence of the authorized representatives of tenderers who may like to be present. No tender shall be acceptable after the due date and time. The tenderers shall only be responsible for any delay caused during the delivery of tender submitted by post/courier. In case, the last date of submission/opening of tender is declared holiday, the same shall be extended to the next working day automatically without any change of timing of submission/opening of tender. The sealed envelope containing “Price Bid” shall not be opened on 14.04.2009. Only those tenderers who will be considered suitable by our Corporation shall be intimated in writing the due date and time of opening of the “Price Bid”     
4.0
 TERMS OF PAYMENT:

(i) Payment will normally be released by ALIMCO on monthly basis on receipt of relevant bills submitted by the successful tenderer for duly completed work after verification.

(ii) Payment for work done shall be done after verification of work by concerned department.

(iii) Copy of challans for payment of PF & ESI in respect of his workmen is required to be enclosed by the contractor along with the bill to enable us to process the same for payment after applicable statutory deductions.

5.0 VALIDITY OF TENDER:

5.1
The offer submitted against this Tender should remain valid upto 90 days from the date of opening of the “Price Bid”.

5.2 The Tenderers shall be bound by terms of this tender, if notification of acceptance of the offer against this tender is issued within the validity period.

5.3 The Security Deposit of the successful tenderer shall be forfeited, in case of his withdrawal of offer on receipt of notification of acceptance of offer within the period of validity of this tender.

6.0 GENERAL TERMS OF TENDER:

6.1
The terms of this tender including the terms of payment shall not be relaxed.

Any offer submitted against this tender in deviation from the terms of this tender shall stand rejected.

6.3 An undertaking of unconditional acceptance of all the terms of this tender must accompany the “Techno-Commercial Bid” as stated in para 3.2 (e), as otherwise the offer shall stand rejected and the “Price Bid” shall not be opened.

6.4 The success tenderer shall not sub contract the work covered under the Work Order/Contract.

6.5 The Contractor shall be solely responsible for the safety, security, insurance etc. of the personnel deployed by them. ALIMCO shall not be at all responsible for any loss or claim whatsoever by the personnel deployed or the contractor or their heirs.

6.6 The operation/work carried out by the tenders shall be inspected by the Corporation’s inspecting agency and the decision of our Inspecting Officer shall be final and binding.

6.7 All entries in the offer shall be either typed or neatly hand written. Tender having over writings/fluid application/cutting etc. without proper authentication will be rejected.

7.0 RIGHT OF ACCPETANCE

7.1
ALIMCO reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders in part or full without assigning any reason thereof. The Corporation also reserves the right to negotiate the rates and terms and conditions of supply with any or all the tenderers, reduce or increase the quantity, split the order as its sole discretion as deemed fit without assigning any reason thereof.

8.0 ARBITRATION:

8.1
If any dispute/question or controversy arises, the settlement of which is not herein specifically provided in the order/contract, the matter in dispute shall be referred to the arbitration of the Chairman & Managing Director of ALIMCO or its nominee and the decision of the Chairman and Managing Director or nominee shall be final and binding on both the parties.

8.2 The provision of INDIAN ARBITRATION & CONCILATION ACT,1996 as amended from time to time shall apply to such arbitration proceedings.

8.3 Arbitration proceedings shall be held at Kanpur only and the Kanpur Court will have the jurisdiction in the matter.
